6. Station Mastets shall not answer any dng but their own, nor shall they
open their Phones while other persons are talking over the line.
Aund in no case shall they allow any Stranger to answer their ring.

7. Station Masters shall not be allowed to talk over the Jine to each other
without charge. Mo person shall be allowed to talk over the lne
free of charge unless he shall present to the Station Master an order
signed by the General Manager of the Company.
